
· Download materials from website for Block Parties:

· Block Party invitation flyers

· Chalk drawing invitation templates

· Sign-in form, contact information template

· Membership form

· PPN Accomplishments and Goals

· Take Action Phone Numbers

· Pass out invitations two weeks prior to meeting to all households, at least on all four sides of your block, then further east (if on Funston) or west (if on 14th Ave) as far as you wish

· Draw invitations (with chalk) on sidewalks one week ahead – enlist neighborhood children to help
· Call and/or email those whose contact information you have one week ahead. 

· Call again to confirm attendance two to three days ahead

· More chalk drawings a couple of days ahead

· Meeting should not take more than one hour.  Attendees should not feel they have to give up a lot of time.

· Informal is best, sitting around a living room is casual and comfortable

· Consider the time that works best for the neighbors on your block; e.g. Sunday at 5:00 p.m., weekday evening at 7:00 p.m., Saturday morning at 10:00 a.m.

· Have beverages and some snacks, but simple

· Consider a pot-luck with neighbors contributing.  Some blocks enjoy getting together with a bar-b-que in front or in back of their houses.
